PATCHWORK POUCHES 

JULY 24 CLASS SUPPLY LIST 

¶ (25) 2.5ò squares. Sew 5 across and 

5 down. Trim to 9.5ò x 10.5ò  

¶ OR: (10) 2.5 x 5ò rectangles. Sew 2 

across by 5 down. No trimming nec-

essary. 

¶ OR: 1 whole piece of fabric 9.5 x 

10.5ò 

¶ A  9.5 x 10.5ò piece of fabric for the 

interior. 

¶ One piece of Pellon fusible (P809). 

1/3 of a yard should be enough. New 

Bern Fabrics sells it for $7.19/yard.  

Donôt forget to use your Guild dis-

count. 

¶ One 12ò zipper 

¶ One piece of ribbon for the tab, İò x 

5ò  

¶ Sewing machine, thread, scissors, 

seam ripper, pins, etc. A zipper foot 

is helpful but not needed. 

WHOôS UP FOR A CHALLENGE? 

You are challenged to make a quilt using only                                           

black and white fabrics plus ONE other color of your choosing.                            

Gray fabric is also acceptable.                                                                     

There is no size limit. Make it as big or as small as your inspiration 

demands. Quilts will be shown at the                                                          

January 2026 Business Meeting, so you have plenty of time                            

to decide on a pattern and let your creativity flow.
