Attic Window Class Supply List for May 22 

¶ A panel that would look good if looking at it through 

a window (prefer 24ò x 40ò) 

¶ 3 fabrics for the sashing that coordinate in 3 

shades of the same color. i.e. light, medium and 

dark gray solid or solid-ish. Black always looks 

good for the dark color, then just be sure you have 

a good contrast for the light and medium.  

¶ 1 İ yards light fabric ï includes outer border 

¶ İ yard medium fabric  

¶ Ĳ yard dark fabric ï includes inner border  

¶ Ĳ yard binding (I use the dark fabric but itôs your 

choice) 

¶ If your panel is larger than 24 x 40 please bring 

more of your sashing and border fabrics.  

¶ Sewing machine 

¶ Rotary cutter / Rulers / Cutting mat / Pins and other 

common notions  

Soon the quilt show will be just a happy memory as we 

look forward to new projects, workshops and sharing 

fun times together.

Community Sewing for April, May and June 

The next Community Sewing day is April 24 (fourth Thursday). 

We will be making foundation-pieced scrappy strip quilts. Bring 

your scrap strips and either foundation paper you can remove OR light

-weight fabric that stays in the quilt (I like to use light-weight muslin.) 

Extra paper will be available. Also bring your basic sewing supplies 

and sewing machines. 

On May 22 (fourth Thursday) we will be doing quilt-as-you-go. 

You will need four 10-inch batting squares (use all the same batting 

content) and a variety of fabric strips. Bring your sewing machine and 

basic sewing supplies.  

On June 26, we will be making pillowcases from Christmas fabric 

to donate to retirement centers this coming Christmas. You will need 

Christmas fabric in one-yard pieces, your sewing supplies and ma-

chine.

My first 

attempt to create the directory had a few glitches ï like somehow send-

ing it to the printer with a dozen or so members missing (and I remem-

ber putting their photos in!)ò 

So the member directory comes with a page insert, the Member-

ship Roster Addendum. If you are looking for a member and they are 

not within the directory, be sure to check the addendum sheet! At least 

one member reports that she has taped this into the back of her directo-

ry so it does not get lost.  
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Everyone working on this yearôs Quilt Show is pretty 

busy right now. So, it was suggested that I make it 

easy on myself and write about me! Iôve already 

been interviewed previously by Cathy Cox for the 

newsletter. But this article is to share my adventures 

late last month when I was a Judges Assistant the 

Mancuso Mid-Atlantic Quilt Festival in Hampton, VA. 

I also did it last year, and I guess I did an okay job 

because they asked if I wanted to do it again. 

I arrived at the Convention Center at 7:15 am on the 

day before the show for breakfast and to meet the 

judges I would be working with during the day. I was 

told I would be working with three ladies, and they 

would be judging three categories: Traditional, Mid-

Century Modern, and Innovative. Just for the record 

ï last year I assisted one judge in one category ï 

that was a piece of cake compared to this year. 

Guidelines were reviewed, pencils handed out, and I 

was handed a notebook with all of our quiltsô num-

bers and categories. I was then basically told to en-

tertain myself for a bit while the judges made their 

decisions for all the awards (best of show, first 

through third place, two honorable mentions and 

various other categories like hand workmanship, 

sewing machine workmanship, longarm machine 

workmanship, best use of color and best interpreta-

tion of themeéfor all three categories! 

At 11a.m., I was asked to join the ladies and the 

work for me began. The form has been changed 

slightly from last year ï but for those of us writing it 

was a great improvement. Each quilt is judged on 

several things ï and given a grade of either excel-

lent, very good, good, satisfactory, needs work, or 

not applicable. The judges then would make two to 

four full comments about the quilt along the lines of 

what was done well and what could be improved. Of 

course, sometimes all three judges would talk at the 

same time or use quilting terms that I was totally un-

aware of what they meant. They commented on 

more than 150 quilts. We went through three me-

chanical pencils, my left arm was screaming at me 

to put the stupid notebook down, and I began 

spelling quilt with a G instead of a Q. 

But an hour later, after we were done, I told my arm 

to get over itself, and admitted to anyone who would 

listen that it was probably the best educational quilt-

ing experience I had ever had. 

Hope they invite me back again next year!

QUILT RETURNS AFTER THE SHOW ENDS ð                                      

What you Need to Know to Pick Up Your Quilt 

The show closes at 4 p.m.on Saturday. It takes more than an hour to 

take down all the quilts and distribute them to the tables (inside the 

ballroom) ready for pickup.  

Beginning about 5 p.m.: 

¶ Quilters will be able to go upstairs to register to pick up their quilts, 

bringing their quilt receipts with them. Quilters MUST have their 

receipts they received when they delivered the quilt before the 

show. 

¶ When a quilter has her quilt cards and number (in the order of peo-

ple registered) she will sit in the Berne Room upstairs to wait to be 

called downstairs to get her quilt(s). No quilts will be returned until 

called. That process will begin about 5:00pm.  

¶ Quilters will be called in order of their number. Two big windows 

will be open in the downstairs hallway, with the alphabetical letters 

by last name marked by the windows.  

¶ At the last show, it only took an hour or so to return all the quilts. 

¶ Please be patient and remember your quilt receipt. You can ar-

range for someone else to pick up your quilt(s) by giving your re-

ceipts to that person who will register upstairs in your name.
