Round Robin Quilts: We had a discussion at our 

March meeting to see if anyone is interested in a 

Round Robin quilt project. There will be a sign-up 

sheet at the April meeting, and full details/

guidelines will be available soon. Basically, a 

Round Robin involves a small group of about five or 

six quilters who each make a center block for a quilt. 

Your block will be passed to another member of 

your group, who will add a border around your cen-

ter block. While they are doing that, you are adding 

a border to the quilt of another member in your 

group. Then you pass on the quilt you were working 

on to the next member to add a border. Every mem-

ber receives a different memberôs project each 

month. When all the members of your group have 

added a successive border, you get your quilt top 

back to complete in any manner you wish. SIGN UP 

IN APRIL and details will follow.

Nursing Home Report 

I received 45 items today for nursing home use. There were 24 lap quilts, 14 fidget quilts, two clothing protec-

tors, three walker bags and two larger quilts for My Sisters House.  Thank you. ðBecky Barnes 

SUPPORTING MY SISTERõS HOUSE WITH QUILT DONATIONS  

TRQG member Pat Kruger is the chair of our new support for My Sisterôs House. She 

is collecting twin-size quilts (64x86 inches) for this new initiative established in 

New Bern by the nonprofit Tried by Fire, Inc. My Sisterôs House will offer a safe and 

nurturing home environment for women between the ages of 18-35 who are leaving 

prison. It will shelter eight women. There are four bedrooms with two beds per room. 

Quilts we donate will be offered to the women to take with them when they move on 

from the house into their new lives. ñWe want to give these ladies a warm welcome, 

and wrap them in love,ò Pat says.  

So far 10 quilts have been donated by the following TRQG mem-

bers: Lilly Lucier, Chantal Huestis, Becky Barnes, Jenny Nebe, Ruth 

Powers, Pat Kruger and Carol Creedon. Pat will collect quilts and pro-

vide them to My Sisterôs House on an ongoing basis as new women 

move in. The length of a womanôs stay is approximately three months.  

Numerous local businesses and organizations are supporting My Sisterôs 

House, which is ready to open as soon as the final occupancy permits 

are issued. Watch the local news for information about the home and a 

possible open house.  

What is the Need for My Sisterôs House? Right now more than 500 wom-

en are being held in the 29 prisons and jails located in nine counties of eastern North 

Carolina. When a woman is released, the most critical need is for her to have a safe and 

secure place to live, with a valid address, so she can begin to work on rebuilding her life. 

Without such housing, she may have to return to an abusive partner, a dysfunctional 

family, or become homeless. Community-based short-term housing in a supportive envi-

ronment can significantly reduce recidivism and provide an opportunity for post-incarcerated women to realize a more successful 

reentry to their community and successful reunification with their children. For more information, go to www.triedbyfireinc.org.

tals and nursing homes in the area. If youôd like to make a fidget quilt, the re-

quested size is 20x20 inches.  

MARCH PROJECT: This month we will have a community service day on 

Mar. 16  to make clothing protectors/bibs. You will need to bring your nor-

mal sewing supplies along with two pieces of fabric 18x36 for each bib, or you 

can get fabric out of the cabinet. I will supply the Velcro I will also supply tools 

to turn your bib right side out.         

BATTING AVAILABLE: I have batting available for you to use in your commu-

nity service quilts. It you let me know what size you need I will cut it and bring 

it to the next Stitch and Chat or meeting. Youôll be asked to sign your name 

down for the use of the batting. Youôll have three months to turn in your project. If your project is not complet-

ed, I will be charging you $10 to get your name taken off of the list.
