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Program News from the Vice President  PATCHWORK POUCHES 

JULY 24 CLASS SUPPLY LIST 

¶ (25) 2.5ò squares. Sew 5 across and 

5 down. Trim to 9.5ò x 10.5ò  

¶ OR: (10) 2.5 x 5ò rectangles. Sew 2 

across by 5 down. No trimming nec-

essary. 

¶ OR: 1 whole piece of fabric 9.5 x 

10.5ò 

¶ A  9.5 x 10.5ò piece of fabric for the 

interior. 

¶ One piece of Pellon fusible (P809). 

1/3 of a yard should be enough. New 

Bern Fabrics sells it for $7.19/yard. 

Donôt forget to use your Guild dis-

count. 

¶ One 12ò zipper 

¶ One piece of ribbon for the tab, İò x 

5ò  

¶ Sewing machine, thread, scissors, 

seam ripper, pins, etc. A zipper foot 

is helpful but not required. 

We had an amazing presentation from Pepper Cory at 

the June meeting. She presented four quilting tech-

niques, including scrap quilting, sashiko, curved piecing 

and crazy quilts. The membership was then given a chance to vote 

on which technique Pepper will teach when she returns on Sept. 18. 

The overwhelming winner was CURVED PIECING. More infor-

mation about this class along with a sign-up sheet will be at the 

August meeting.

They met in high school where they both attended New Bedfordôs Vocational program. They were good 

friends but assumed that after graduation they probably wouldnôt see each other again. 

Carolyn went on to college to get her nursing degree, focusing on pediatrics, labor and delivery and teaching 

child birth education 

Betty went to the local hospital-based three-year nursing program She spent the next 40-plus years working 

in that hospital. Her focus was on oncology and hospice, as well as geriatrics. She also taught medical assis-

tants for the night school program. 

When Carolynôs youngest went to college, she and her husband packed up and took their boat down the in-

tercoastal waterway to Cape Coral, Florida. After 10 years working in the delivery room, she and her hus-

band, Carl, visited friends in New Bern. They fell in love with the area and moved here in 2005 (they lived on 

their trawler while building their home). She worked with the health department doing maternal, new born 

home visits. She retired in 2013 ï also the year she joined TRQG. 

Meanwhile, Betty retired when her grandson was born. They became ósnow birdsô in Florida. In 2023 her 

nephew, a Merchant Marine, suggested they come visit New Bern.
