Free Class: Free-Form Curved Piecing 

Thursday, May 25 

10 a.m. at Sewing on the River 

Taught by TRQG member Lily Lucier 

The class for May 25 is currently full but this class will 

be offered again in the future.  

Free-form curved piecing is done without templates. No 

two curves are ever identical but the results can add piz-

zazz to any pro-

ject. Traditional 

curved piecing 

often requires 

templates or trac-

ing, careful match-

ing of points, 

heavy pinning or 

clipping curves. 

Free-form curved 

piecing does away 

with these steps.  

Supplies to Bring 

¶ Sewing machine 

and standard 

supplies 

(needle, thread, 

scissors, etc.) 

¶ Rotary cutter 

¶ Small cutting mat if your have one 

¶ Ruler to square up your blocks 

¶ Bring the following fabric, cut it before you come to 

class: 

* 12 eight-inch squares of solid fabric 

* 12 eight-inch squares of coordinating print fabric

There were a total 

of eight lap quilts, two fidget quilts, 56 walker bags and three adult clothing protec-

tors.

Community Service Projects 

I would like to thank everyone for their participation in the community service 

projects. They have been very successful!  

MAY: This month on May 18 we will be cutting kits for lap quilts and 

nursing home quilts. Youôll need to bring a cutting board, rotary cutter and 

your ruler, and fabric if you have some that you would like to contribute. We 

will be making the kits and putting a pattern in with each one. The kits will then 

be available in the storage closet so that anyone who would like to make a lap 

quilt or a nursing home quilt can pick up a kit. You can take it home and put it 

together. You can contact me for batting and there is plenty of backing in the 

closets.  

JUNE 15: The project will be port pillows. Weôve had requests from local healthcare providers to supply 

more of these to assist patients. You will need to bring your sewing machine and standard supplies (needles, 

scissors, thread, etc.), a rotary cutter and cutting mat. All the fabric and other supplies will be available.  

REMINDER: BATTING AVAILABLE: I have batting available for you to use in your community service quilts. 

It you let me know what size you need I will cut it and bring it to the next Stitch and Chat or meeting. Youôll be 

asked to sign your name down for the use of the batting. Youôll have three months to turn in your project. If 

your project is not completed, I will be charging you $10 to get your name taken off of the list.
