Wounded 

soldiers receive them and also use them as cush-

ioning/insulation on the plane trip that transports 

the wounded back to the USA. Mary Daugherty 

received a thank-you note at Christmas, and re-

cently got the note below along with photos of 

some of the quilts that were distributed. For securi-

ty purposes we have to obscure their faces, but be 

assured that there were lots of smiles as the quilts 

were given out.  

We send our quilts once a year and must adhere to 

a strict size requirement of 40 x 60 inches (the 

size of the stretchers that are used on the transport 

planes). Quilts can be any pattern/color; patriotic 

themes are not required.

Before Claudia and her husband Louis moved to New 

Bern in 2010, she was the clinical director for the de-

partment of medicine at Brown University. She kept 

16 sites current on OSHA and HIPPA regulations as 

well as overseeing the training of all staff and doctors 

(to include her own husband). 

Speaking of Louis ï she met him in high school while 

attending Miss Claypoolôs School of Social Grace and 

Dance. His band was playing at one of their events. 

She has two children, Melissa and Tim. A fond family 

memory is skiing every other weekend in Vermont. 

The schedule was set by her husbandôs need to be on 

call every other weekend. 

Claudia made her first quilt out of ne-

cessity ï they only had one blanket 

and the temperature was dropping. 

Using old clothes and the curtains 

from their van, she started cutting and 

sewing. A sweet long armer took pity 

on her and charged her only $25 plus 

a sheet for the backing to quilt her 

first masterpieceéand that included 

the batting and binding! 

Her mother was a great seamstress, 

but Claudia didnôt start quilting until 

she and her husband retired to Pinehurst, SC. She 

was a member of the Southern Pines Quilt Guild. It 

was at her motherôs funeral that Claudia first saw the 

quilters bringing quilts when attending a fellow quilt-

erôs funeral, a tradition she shared with TRQG. 

Claudia has won several awards for her quilts, but her 

favorite was the Challenge Quilt from the 2020 TRQG 

Quilt Show. They were given some bee fabric and told 

to create! Since Claudia wasnôt familiar with strip quilt-

ing, she cut ñzillionsò of diamond shapes and sewed 

them together. She won first place. 

Claudiaôs quilts were also winners at our 2022 show. 

She won first place with her ñCosmic Cartwheelsò and 

first place in the challenge with ñNana Irwinôs House.ò 

This talented woman is now the chair for the TRQG 

Library, volunteers to teach beginners at Carolina Col-

ours and has taught various classes for us! But her 

most treasured characteristic is her ability to bring 

laughter to almost any situation and solutions to fellow 

quiltersô questions. 

MELISSA MORAN 

The first time I spoke to Melissa on the phone I 

KNEW she was related to Claudia Moran. She had 

that same sense of humor and light hearted ï but 

focused ï attitude. 

Melissa is one of our newest members ï joining the 

guild in June 2023. She moved from 

Cary, NC to River Bend in Decem-

ber 2021. COVID gave her the op-

portunity to work 100% remotely for 

an IT company. She has a masters 

degree in project management from 

St. Maryôs University. 

She grew up with a very creative 

mother (Claudia Moran ï just in 

case someone missed that connec-

tion) who was always working on 

some artsy-crafty project. One of 

Melissaôs favorite memories is of 

Claudia making Halloween costumes. Melissa was 

four and her brother was two. They were Ms. Pac-

Melissa was never interested until she was out of 

college and started ñdabbling.ò Her first project ï 

with Claudiaôs help ï was a bag. After discovering 

jelly rolls on sale, she embarked on her first solo 

project. Using a modified tams patch she made her 

first quilt. 

Melissaôs next quilt has been named ñControlled 

Chaos ï Much to her Motherôs Chagrin.ò Claudiaôs 

projects are almost always controlled and struc-

tured. Her daughter was pulling fabric out randomly 

and happily connecting the pieces. 

The Hampton Roads Quilt Show was Melissaôs first 

quilt show. She and her mom took a class and she 

hopes to finish that project at the spring retreat 

along with some other side quests. She also told 

me she was excited to be a part of TRQGôs 2025 

Quilt show.
